The outstanding points to consider in selecting a
vegetable are quality and condition. The judging of
the vegetable exhibits is generally based on the
readiness of the product for immediase. The
guality of the product is determined by actual test.
Medium sizes are generally preferred to the very
large sizes. Uniformity, a point that applies to
exhibits that include more than one specimen, is
particularly important. Uniformity largely
determines the appearance of the exhibit. Avoid
specimens that are over ripe, immature, stringy,
pithy, woody, cracked, discolored, coarse,
sunburned or diseased. All specimens should be
free from dirt, decay, rust spots, blemishes and
insect damage.

BEETS:2 to 2 1/2 inches in diameter are best.
Wash and leave the roots on and 1 inch of green
above the crown.

BEANS: Should be long and straight. Do not
break the end off when picking. Seeds in the pods
should appeaato be ¥4 to Y2 grown.

BROCCOLI: Cut stems before the first whorl of
leaves. The length of the stems should not be over
5 inches.

CARROTS: Leave on 1 inch of green. Carrots
should be nearly coreless. Half longrieties are 2

to 6 inches, while long veeties are5 inches or

over.

CAULIFLOWER: Should show no discoloration.
Small leaves should be left on.

CUCUMBERS FOR PICKLING: For dills should
be 2 to 4 inches long. For pickling, 4 to 6 inches
long and for slicing, 4 to 8 inches.

KOHL RABI: 3to 4inches in diameter. Skins
should be easily penetrated with the thumbnail.
Clean but do not wash. Remove roots.

ONIONS: Thoroughly ripened with dry necks.
Should be clean, smooth, and not peeled so as to be
slick, however, the loose wrapper skin slabloe
removed. Tops should be twisted off. Leave roots
on.

PARSNIPS: Should be small and of great length.
Leave roots on, top 1 inch from crown and clean.
PEAS: Leave in pods.

PEPPERS: Sweet peppers should show no red.
Pimentos should be red.

POTATOES: Medium 8 to 12 ounces. Shape and
size should be typical of the variety.

PUMPKIN: Mature as shown by hardness of shell.
Stems should be attached.

RUTABAGAS: Bright of color medium to large.
SUMMER SQUASH: Pick when small. Leave
stems on.

WINTER SQUASH: Do not wash. Shells should
be hard. Leave stem attached.

SWEET CORN: Harvest ears when filled out to the
tips.

TOMATOES: Must be solid. Remove stem and
display with blossom end up.

Display green tomatoes with the stem on and stem
side up. Cherry tomatoes should be less than 1 inch
in diameter and have stems attached.

ZUCCHINI: Should be young and tender. Enter
large zucchini in the heaviest squash category.

COLOR-SOLID: All petals the same color or
shade.

COLORVARIEGATED: Two or more distinct
colors on the face of the petals, the variegating color
arranged in dots, flecks, splashes pstsior narrow
lines which contrast with the basic color.

The best time to gather garden flowers is after
sundown when evaporation is atliigvest ebb, and
the blooms are preparing to replenish the moisture
lost during the day. If this is impossible, gather
them very early in the morning before the sun is
high and while the dew is still on them. Cut the
stems slantvise and strip off only # lower leaves.
When cutting flowers take a bucket with you
containing several inches of water and immediately
place the cut flowers in the water to offset the shock
of cutting and prolong freshness. As soon as
possible fill the bucket up to the neckstloé

flowers with cold water and leave it in a cool, dark
pl ace overnight. Donét
bucket or you will be unable to remove them later
without bruising the petals. Several hours of
standing in deep water instills a hardening process
that lengthens the flowers lives and makes them
easier to arrange. Flowers should be cut with a
sharp tool. If the stems are roughly cut, squeezed or
pinched by a dull instrument, the tube like cells that
take in water may become clogged. Cut off Isave
that will be under water in the arrangements. All
flowers with woody stems or semioody stems

such as Lilacs, Chrysanthemums, etc., live longer if
the stems are scraped and split by making



lengthwise cuts at the stems ends with sharp
clippers. Flowerswhose stems exude a milky
substance: Poppies, Hollyhock, etc., should have the
stems sealed. This can be done either by steeping
the ends for a few seconds in about 2 inches of
boiling water, (protect flowers and foliage from
rising steam) and then plgimg them into deep cold
water, or by singeing the ends with a lighted candle
as you pick the flowers. These processes seal the
ends, but stems take in moisture through the pores
above the sealed portion. Cut Dahlia and Rose
stems long enough to retalmrée sets of foliage.

Be sure to cut all flowers with as long a stem as
possible. Later you can cut them to suit your
arrangements. Use saran wrap crumpled in the
bottom of the vase or jar to raise shstemmed
flowers up to display them at a good adteme.

No paper containers will be allowed. There is a
supply of vases for your convenience in the flower
display area.
